and vesponding to wusic. They will develop an wnderstanding of
the histan and cultural context va the music that tth Listen to.
Thyough wuesie, owr curriculiw nelps children develop transfernble
skills such as temu-working, Leadership, crentive thinking, problen
Solving, decision-making and preseatation and perforvaance skills.
These skills ave vital to children’s development as Learmers and have
o wider application. iw tnelr general Lives outside and beyjond school.

At Birtley Enst Primary School we use Kapow Primarny Music
Schewe, alongside unites from BEC 12 Pieces Each wnit is
covefully considered and adapted to weet the weeds of our childven.
Kapow gives non-specialist teachers the confidence to teach music,
throughn the detailed vesources andl helpful teacher videos to watch
before Lessons. Kapow is written as a spival curviculunm, building
upon knowledge and skills taugiht in previous year groups. Units
are chosen thyough caveful planning to ensure all aveas of the
wational curvieulum objectives are taught.

twplementation

Our music cuviculvm is delivered in Lesspns that ave taugit once a
week, supported by a ciateshend Music vipatetic teacher who
works with ench class for one tew, with different focuses for each

key stage.

senvice

Our cunviculum is centered avound ensuring pupils have the
opportunity to sing, listen, play, perform and evaluate. This is
evaloedldled v, classyoom lessons awdl activities as well as weekly
<inging in assembliss.

The elements of music ave tought in classyoom lessons <o that
childven ave able o use the language of wusic to discuss it, and
winderstand how it is wade, played, apprecinted and analysed. They
also have an opportunity to develop an understanding of pulse,
vyt and wotation. Composing or performing is also part of the
curneuliom, and childven ave eacowraged to work either
independently or together to do this.

It s vecogmised that pupils nave different musicol abilities awd we
enploy o variety of teaching styles to support all childven. They
work (n wixed ottaiwment suall or Large groups, in poirs and as
individuls to endble them to support each other in taiy own
Learning, progression and development.

At Birtley East, there ave four wain strawds that all childven will
cover ench year; pulse and vigthw, performance, playing
instnoments  and  veading  wwsic, and  composition mad
Gauprovisation.

Thvoughout their school caveer, childven have the vabvtmwihd to
perform both in and out of school, for exameple; performing at The
Snge Gateshead, ot church, through the drama clics, and many
weore.

Impact:

At Birtley East, childven ave given the opportunity to be enthused
and engpged in the wide variety of wwsical activities and
experiences. They have cpportunities to easble them to create masd
develop their own wwesical jounmey ot sohool, which allows them to
discover avens of streagth, as well as areas they wight Like to
fneprove wpon.
